Dear Parents and Carers,

If you’ve noticed a new addition to our field, we are busy taking part in a special project for the
National Park and are now the proud owners of a new bird feeding station. The
Birds on the Edge Project is funded through the National Lottery Heritage Fund
and is working to improve habitat for four birds which have suffered significant
population declines during the last 30 years. Two of these are migratory birds;
the turtle dove and redstart and two are residents; the song thrush and
yellowhammer. A key element of the project is to monitor current bird
populations through the ‘Harry Spotter’s Bird Watch Challenge’. We will be
monitoring birds at a feeding station in our school grounds for 15 minutes every
morning for 4 weeks. We will keep you posted with any exciting spots!

Please could we remind everyone of the policy regarding jewellery in school.
